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Habana was settled in 1883 and originally 

started when the Habana sugar mill was 

built in the area.   Unfortunately it was 

closed in 1901 with the centralisation of 

Sugar mills in the area.  The population 

of Habana changed as the trends in the 

sugar industry changed. Today, the pop-

ulation of Habana and District is approxi-

mately 800 people which is made up of 

Urban residential blocks.  The original H 

& D P A was started in 1994 with the in-

tentions of trying to get bitumen on the 

Habana/Yakapari road.  To this day, the 

road remains unsealed as it is not a 

Council responsibility but rather a TMR 

Road.  Lawrence®s Father was a member 

of the Association at the time which 

eventually wound down.  

In 1993, it was re-resurrected and to pay respect to the original Progress Association, they kept the same 

name.  They have been very active in the community to this day.   Some of their projects include:-  Annual 

event of Carrols under the stars, Australia Day Beach Party, a successful B̄ack to Habana° weekend and 

moon lit dinner under the stars.  They have built a large shed which stores all their equipment.  They have 

just received a 12 K V generator which can power the shed and all their needs in times of a disaster.  Their 

current project which has been planned for many,  many years is the purchase of the old Roman Catholic/

School, its relocation and its refurbishment to become the Community Hall for the area.  We wish them all 

the best with their endeavours and look forward to being able to visit the Habana Community Hall at the 

conclusion of the project.
